It's fun to see how my writing has
changed, how much I've grown. It's like a little time capsule.”

What benefits can they bring? Teachers who have experience with portfolio assessment
report that it complements such developmentally appropriate curriculum and instruction as
whole language, hands-on approaches, and process mathematics. It also allows them to
